Dear Parents:


The Student Council of St. Ann School has agreed to coordinate the Adopt-A-Family program again this year.  We request your help in sharing the blessings of the holiday season with four needy families in our community.

It is always a very difficult decision deciding which needy families to sponsor.  This year Student Council selected the following families.  The first family has a single Mom with 4 children.  Mom was recently laid off; 2 of the children have chronic illnesses and attend special education schooling.  Mom has a car but doesn’t always have money for gas to make trips to A.I. Hospital for her sick children.  The second family is an unemployed Mom with 4 sons.  There is no support or contact with the father of the children.  One of the sons suffers from ADHD and requires frequent medical and school visits.  This situation affects her job search.  The third family is single Mom with two daughters and two sons.  She is unemployed with no income but is attending school and continues to search for work.  She is in desperate need of winter clothes for the children.  She is trying to improve her situation for herself and her children.  The fourth family is a single Mom raising 2 children whom she adopted from Delaware Foster Care at young ages.  The family recently returned to Delaware to rebuild her life after a marital separation.  The Mom and children are working hard to improve their situation and attending Church regularly.  All four families are in desperate need of our help.

Because we are sponsoring four families, please be as generous as possible.  Student Council has set a goal of $2,000.  The campaign will run from November 14th to December 2nd.  We are requesting a donation of about $3 to $5.  This is to insure that the needy families receive sufficient gift certificates to cover all the children in each family.  Please send your cash donations by Friday, December 2nd.  We request cash donations rather than checks, and an even dollar amount, not coins, since we will not have time to be reimbursed for the checks or to wrap the coins.


The Student Council Moderators and members will then purchase the appropriate gift certificates.  We have arranged the delivery of these certificates to the Adopt-A-Family office for the week of December 5th.

Thank you for your continued support and cooperation.  Because of your generosity four special families may experience some of the magic and hope that the Christmas season brings.
